All international students must hold a valid study permit for the duration of their
studies. Study permit holders are expected to maintain full-time student status
(Minimum 9 credits per semester).

Students may not take a leave of absence while on a study permit, as per Immigration,
Refugees and Citizenship Canada (IRCC) regulations.

During scheduled breaks (May to August), students may work full-time off-campus if
their study permit allows. During regular semesters, they may work up to 24 hours per
week off-campus.

4-2. Cost of Living, Housing, and Student Rights / 4|, &H &,

International students arriving in British Columlbia should prepare for the higher cost of
living in the Metro Vancouver region. Students are responsible for budgeting for
housing, food, transportation, commmunication fees, and other personal expenses
throughout their studies. While Northwest does not provide on-campus housing,
students may explore local rental options such as basement suites, room rentals,
homestays, or listings through Off-Campus Housing resources. Northwest does not
oversee or assume responsibility for any rental agreements or housing disputes.

International students are also encouraged to become familiar with their legal rights as
tenants under the BC Residential Tenancy Act, which outlines rules regarding deposits,
landlord entry, and lawful eviction procedures.

In addition, students who work part-time during their studies must follow the BC
Employment Standards Act, which governs minimum wage, hours of work, break
periods, and employment rights.
